Ads for Williams were placed in the
Canadian Traveler, the November
issue of Sunset Magazine, in the
upcoming February issue of W’est (a
Japanese publication used by tour
companies), the Northern Arizona and
Beyond Spring issue (with a
readership of 175,000 as well as an
online presence with Zinio Digital
Magazines); the 2010 Arizona Official
State Visitor's Guide; the AOT
Specialty E-Newsletter featuring
golfing destinations, to name just a
few. The February edition of Phoenix
Magazine (with a circulation of 71,000)
featured 52 Weekend Adventures,
which included our very own Cool
Country Cruise In! An online story has
also recently appeared in Home &
Away Magazine.

In addition, the Chamber hosted a
Spring and a Fall FAM tour (with
another coming in mid-April) of
journalists and photographers from all
across the country who walked our
streets, learning about the history of
Williams, the importance of Route 66,
and visiting with some of our
businesses, B&Bs, and locals before
boarding the train to the Grand
Canyon. AOT has also scheduled a
FAM tour of international writers and
photographers to visit Williams in

March. The purpose of FAM tours is to

“plant the Williams seed” in their
minds, which may result in on-line
stories in the immediate future, or
full feature stories at a later date.

The Williams H.O.G. Committee met this
month to review plans for the 2010 Arizona
State Hog Rally. The State committee has
their web site up and running, taking
registrations!
