Get ready for the 2010 U.S.                    
Census!   Gail Sadler with the U.S. 
Department of Commerce, U.S. 
Census Bureau , recently spoke to 
the Chamber Board of Directors 
about how important it is that                  
EVERYONE living in Williams April 
1st, 2010 participate in the                       
census.  The numbers from that             
census will have a great economic 
impact on  Williams.  Every year $300               
BILLION in federal funds is awarded 
to states and communities based on 
census data.  The fewer people who                   
participate, the lower the funding in 
terms of revenue-sharing and grant 
money. The data also affects how 
many seats each state will have in the 
U.S. House of Representatives.  And 
these figures are used for the next 10 
years!  She said the form is only 10              
questions.  
 

It is so important to know that the                   
answers to these questions are                      
sacred  ï NO ONE ï not even the                
President of the U.S. will have access 
to this information.  The census is 
protected by Title 13 of our                     
Constitution.   So  anyone using                        
Williams services ï foreign exchange 
students, undocumented residents, 
those living in hotels at that time ï be 
sure to BE COUNTED!   And please 
understand that the Census Bureau 
does not release or share any of the              
information that identifies those who 
respond. If you wish to join the              
Complete Count Committee that will 
be involved in Williams and ways to 
help get the word out the next                
meeting is Wednesday, July 22nd at 
1pm at City Hall . If you have                 
questions contact Harry Holmes at 
928.635.4451 ext.
