
 

 

It was then also placed on the last Monday 
in May, as were some other federal 
holidays.  To ensure the sacrifices of 
America’s fallen heroes are never forgotten, 
in December 2000, the U.S. Congress 
passed and the president signed into law 
“The National Moment of Remembrance 
Act,” P.L. 106-579, creating the White 
House Commission on the National 
Moment of Remembrance. The 
commission’s charter is to “encourage the 
people of the United States to give 
something back to their country, which 
provides them so much freedom and 
opportunity” by encouraging and 
coordinating commemorations in the United 
States of Memorial Day and the National 
Moment of Remembrance. 

Memorial Day is a day where we actively 
remember our ancestors, our family 
members, our loved ones, our neighbors, 
and our friends who have given the ultimate 
sacrifice:  
¨ by visiting cemeteries and placing     

flags or flowers on the graves of our 

fallen heroes. 
¨ by visiting memorials. 
¨ by flying the U.S. Flag at half-staff until      
 noon. 
¨ by flying the 'POW/MIA Flag' as well 
 (Section 1082 of the 1998 Defense 
 Authorization Act). 
¨ by participating in a "National Moment of 

Remembrance": at 3 p.m. to pause and 
think upon the true meaning of the day, 
and for Taps to be played. 

¨ by renewing a pledge to aid the widows, 
widowers, and orphans of our fallen, 
and to aid the disabled veterans.

State of Arizona’s Tax Amnesty…  

From May 1 through June 1, 2009, 
Arizona will offer Tax Amnesty—an 
opportunity for those who live, work, 

or do business in Arizona to pay any 
back taxes owed to the state without 
penalty or criminal prosecution, and at 
a reduced interest rate for those who 
qualify.  

The following taxes are included in 
the Amnesty Program: Individual 
Income, Corporate Income, 
Transaction Privilege (Sales), Use 
Withholding, Partnership, Fiduciary 
and Luxury (Tobacco & Liquor). 

For taxes filed on an annual basis, 
such as income tax, amnesty is 
available for years beginning on or 
after January 1, 2002 and ending 
before January 1, 2008. Taxpayers 
who file taxes, such as transaction 
privilege or withholding, on a monthly 
or quarterly basis are eligible for tax 
periods beginning on or after January 
1, 2003 and ending before January 1, 
2008.

Taken from the U.S Dept of Veteran 
Affairs web site, a reminder of the 
meaning of Memorial Day. 
Three years after the Civil War ended, 
on May 5, 1868, the head of an 
organization of Union veterans — the 
Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) — 
established Decoration Day as a time 
for the nation to decorate the graves of 
the war dead with flowers. Maj. Gen. 
John A. Logan declared that Decoration 
Day should be observed on May 30. It is 
believed that date was chosen because 
flowers would be in bloom all over the 
country. By the end of the 19th century, 
Memorial Day ceremonies were being 
held on May 30 throughout the nation. It 
was not until after World War I, 
however, that the day was expanded to 
honor those who have died in all 
American wars. In 1971, Memorial Day 
was declared a national holiday by an 
act of Congress, though it is still often
